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Having had a number of serious security breaches of sensitive personal data
in Denmark the Cultural Affairs Committee and the Legal Affairs Committee in Contact
the Danish Parliament established the Parliamentary Working Group on Data Birgite Toft-Petersen
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Security. The main purpose is to investigate the solutions for a better protec- )
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tion of personal data including sensitive personal data. The Working Group o
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has since identified key problems and potential solutions to improve data pro-
tection in the public sector as well as in the private sector.

It came to the Working Group’s attention that a number of mobile applications
are gaining access to extensive information on the users' phones and tablets
i.e. photos, calendar information, text messages, etc. After studying the sub-
ject further it seems that not all the gathered information is obviously neces-
sary for the applications to function.

Questions

A number of critical articles in the Danish newspapers have furthermore ad-
dressed this issue. As a provider of one of the applications that are mentioned
in these articles the Working Group would like to kindly ask you why users of
your application are asked to allow access to more user data than necessary,
and whether the assumption that the access to users’ data is greater than

necessary is correct.

The Working Group also wants to ask whether you are planning on changing
the extended access.

The Working Group on Data Security under the Legal Affairs Committee looks
forward to hearing from you.
