Then, a co-ordinating section was estab-
lished. The section has as its members
representatives from the Universities,
Health Care Organizations (both from pri-
vate and public sector) and the Finnish
Medical Association. The section’s primary
task is to ensure that the amount of spe-
cialized doctors and their fields of speciali-
zation meet the national needs. A new de-
cree on the terms of specialization is being
prepared. This decree aims at

making the specialization process more
flexible and thus shorter in time (at pre-
sent, the specialization will be obtained af-
ter about 6 to 10 years after finishing Uni-
versity studies). Also, a selection procedure
will be implement to regulate how many
specialists per training scheme will be
trained (as opposed student’s free choice
of entering the training scheme at
present).”
