"Ministeren bedes i forleengelse af besvarelse den 26. sep. 2017 af samradsspm. om
manglen pa neurologer pa danske sygehuse, jf. samradsspm EL, oplyse dels hvordan
uddannelsesforlgbet for neurologer er i de gvrige nordiske lande dels hvordan dimen-
sioneringen af neurologi er i disse lande.”

Svar:

Ministeriet har tidligere besvaret spgrgsmalet for sa vidt angar uddannelsesrelate-
rede forhold pa det neurologiske omrade i Norge og Sverige, jf. svar af 27. november
2017. Her fremgar det bl.a., at ministeriet ikke har modtaget svar pa anmodning om
bidrag fra Sosiaali- ja terveysministerio i Finland. Ministeriet har nu modtaget bidrag
fra sundhedsministeriet i Finland. Pa den baggrund suppleres ovennavnte besvarelse
af spgrgsmalet hermed med oplysninger om uddannelsesrelaterede forhold pa det
neurologiske omrade i Finland.

Med henblik pa at skabe bedst mulige forudsatninger for, at bidraget fra Finland
kommer ind pa alle dele af spgrgsmalet (herunder hvordan uddannelsesforlgbet er
for neurologer i Finland, og hvordan dimensioneringen af neurologi er i Finland) har
ministeriet opstillet to delspgrgsmal pa baggrund af udvalgets spgrgsmal. Det be-
maerkes, at sundhedsministeriet i Finland samtidig har faet tilsendt alm. del spgrgs-
mal 22.

Working in the
primary health care/health centres is re-
quired for 9 months, in the secondary
level hospitals for 2 years 3 months
(Depts. of Neurology and related fields
i.e. Internal Medicine) and the remain-
ing 3 years in the tertiary level/univer-
sity hospitals at the Department

of Neurology. In addition, a certain
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amount of theoretical education and a
final written examination are required.

However, at present the education pro-
cess is being re-evaluated, and a com-
petency based education system (as op-
posed to system based on time spent at
work as a doctor) will be introduced in
the future.”
