To all members of OSCE PA
Moscow, June 8, 2022.

I would like to inform you that, according to OSCE PA Chairman M.Cederfelt,
the British Government refused to issue visas to members of the Russian delegation
to the OSCE PA to participate in the 29th annual session of the Assembly under the
pretext that the parliamentarians of the Russian Federation are included in the so-
called sanctions lists of the United Kingdom.

Such blatant discriminatory actions against the Russian delegation are only
regrettable and bewildering, and are a direct violation of the Tbilisi Declaration of
2016.

We also note that the OSCE and its Parliamentary Assembly have in recent
years moved away from the goals for which these organizations were established and
which are embedded in the name itself - security and cooperation. There has been a
rejection of the unifying agenda, or any proposals made by members of the Russian
delegation. At the same time, aggressive anti-Russian statements and resolutions are
welcomed, the elections of Russian representatives to the governing bodies of the
Assembly are blocked, and violations of the fundamental principles of cooperation in
other countries are ignored.

In particular, for eight years since the armed coup d'état in Kiev in 2014, not a
single OSCE PA resolution has been adopted as a reaction to the criminal actions of
the Ukrainian leadership and the Verkhovnaya Rada, or the unprecedented violations
of the rights of the Russian-speaking population in Ukraine, nor condemning a policy
that revived and strengthened Nazism.

Russia made all possible diplomatic efforts to persuade the partners to
implement the Set of Measures for the Implementation of the Minsk Agreements of
2015, approved by the UN Security Council Resolution 2202.

At the same time, the Western countries, led by the United States, ignored
Ukraine’s sabotage of the Minsk agreements, supported the militarization of Ukraine,
including the establishment of American bio-laboratories on its territory and promises
of NATO membership, provoked the resolution of the crisis in the Donbas by
military means, stimulated the rupture of historical ties between our countries and
peoples, turned a blind eye to the actions of neo-Nazis. All these actions are hardly a
contribution to the strengthening of common European security.
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The authorities of Ukraine defiantly refused political and diplomatic dialogue
with the Donetsk and Luhansk People’s Republics, committing bloody crimes against
peaceful citizens and making attempts to finally resolve the Donbas issue by force.

Aggressive attacks and statements against Russia in the OSCE Parliamentary
Assembly gained a new impetus after the start of the special operation to protect
Donbass.

This raises the legitimate question of why a similar approach has not been
taken in response to massive violations of human rights, democracy, the rule of law,
loss of life and massive destructions as a result of NATO actions in Yugoslavia, US
and its allies' incursions into Afghanistan, Iraq, Libya and Syria.

Dear colleagues, I would like to remind you that the Russian special military
operation to protect the Donbas is designed to put an end to the West-fueled
protracted conflict in eastern Ukraine, to make it impossible for the regime in Kiev to
create military threats both for its own population, and for the neighboring states, to
put an end to neo-Nazism and to ensure the demilitarized status of that country, to
restore good-neighborly and historically close relations between the two Slavic
peoples.

The non-participation of the Russian national delegation at the 29th annual
session of the Assembly undoubtedly undermines the authority of this event and
precludes its holding in a fully-fledged pan-European format.

We declare in advance that we do not recognize the decisions of the session
taken without our participation.

All responsibility for such a development lies with the British Government and
the leadership of the OSCE PA.

We reserve the right to determine our position regarding the OSCE PA.

At the same time, we are convinced that only through joint efforts can we
achieve concrete positive results in the interests of all the States of the OSCE region.

We look forward to a constructive and equal dialogue and mutually beneficial
cooperation with all members of the OSCE PA.
